If you like art and history, come visit the cultural treasure of 
the area: the Monastery of Sant Cugat. It has the larg-

est collection of Romanesque sculpture in Southern 
Europe, housing 144 unique capitels. Built in the 

ninth century, it comprises a church and magnif-
icent cloister, accompanied by a monumental 

architectural ensemble. The Monastery is 
one of the main exponents of the art in 

medieval Catalonia. In Sant Cugat, 
however, art does not end there: it 
also includes private galleries, the 

Modernist Winery, the Cal Ger-
rer Museum, Can Quitèria, 

Maristany Art Centre… 
And what better finale 

to it all than to take 
in a show at the 

Theatre-Audi-
torium.

The only market of its kind in 
Europe, Mercantic is a unique market, dedi-
cated to the buying and selling of furniture and 
antiques, and has become an international bench-
mark. Here, 125 traders, including antiques and vintage 
dealers, artisans and collectors shops, have managed to 
create charming shops. This charm extends to the shopping 
district in Sant Cugat, where designer shops sit side by side 
hundred-year-old establishments.
